Safety Standards:

It ensures that bump caps provide protection against:

Impact from low-energy collisions with static objects (e.g., walking into low ceilings or obstructions)

Penetration by sharp or pointed objects

Bump caps compliant with EN 812 must meet performance standards for shock absorption and 
penetration resistance, tested at lower energy levels than industrial helmets. The helmets are also 
subjected to pre-conditioning for temperature extremes, water immersion, and UV ageing to ensure 
durability. Design requirements include adequate head coverage, field of vision, and ergonomic fit.

Care Instructions:
Clean your bump cap regularly using mild soap and warm water. Avoid using strong solvents, 
abrasives, or chemical cleaners that could degrade the materials. After cleaning, wipe dry with a soft 
cloth.

Store the bump cap in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight, chemicals, vapors, and extreme 
temperatures. Do not store it under heavy objects that may cause deformation of the shell.

Before each use, inspect the bump cap carefully for any signs of damage, including:

• Cracks, dents, or deformities in the shell. 
• Brittle, faded, or discolored plastic.
• Damaged or worn suspension system or straps

If any defects are found, discontinue use immediately and replace the bump cap.
